Felsefi Temeller ve Yaklasimlar

Uygulama ve Amaglar

ADU YDYO'nun hazithk programinin temel amaci, hazirhk sinifina kayith dgrencileri,
girmeye hak kazandiklar1 programlarin 6ngérdiigii yabanci dillerdeki (Almanca, Fransizca,
Ingilizce) dil bilgisi ve becerilerini, sdzlii ve yazili iletisim yetkinliklerini Avrupa Ortak Dil
Cercevesi (CEFR) kriterlerine uygun olarak, derslerini takip edebilecek diizeye getirmektir.
Programlar, 6grencilerin genellikle B1 (Orta Diizey) seviyesine ulagsmalarini hedefler.

Hazirhik smifit dersleri, Ogrencilere etkin okuma, yazma, dinleme, konusma becerileri
kazandirma odakli yapilir. Buna ek olarak, egitim siireglerine yasam boyu 6grenme becerileri

The School also aims to promote individual freedom, choice, and responsibility,
alongside fostering positive relationships and a supportive learning environment.

Core Elements of the Educational Philosophy

The foundational elements of the ADU SFL education philosophy, which are vital for
establishing learning objectives, content, experiences, and assessment, are categorized as
follows:

1. Student-Centered Approach:

The curriculum prioritizes the
practical application of language skills in daily life situations to emphasize the
development of communication competence. The goal is for students to gain the
confidence to express themselves fluently in different social and professional settings.

Intercultural Sensitivity:

Intercultural sensitivity and awareness are viewed as an inseparable part of language
education. Courses integrate cultural components, encouraging students to develop a
deeper understanding and respect for cultural diversity. This approach is intended to not
only boost linguistic competence but also to foster a deeper appreciation of culture.

Implementation and Objectives

The main purpose of the ADU SFL preparatory program is to ensure that students registered in
the preparatory class achieve the necessary foreign language knowledge, skills, and oral and
written communication competence (German, French, English), in accordance with the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR) criteria, allowing
them to follow the curriculum of the programs they are entitled to enter. The programs typically
aim for students to reach the B1 (Intermediate Level).

Preparatory class lessons focus on teaching students effective reading, writing, listening, and
speaking skills. Furthermore, lifelong learning skills (sustainability, ethical use of artificial
intelligence, and mediation skills) are integrated into the educational processes.

To support this philosophy, the School:

Conducts educational activities carried out by experienced, high-quality, and dynamic
teaching staff in their fields.

Offers a technology-supported language education environment where the latest
approaches, methods, techniques, and equipment in foreign language teaching are
followed and utilized.

Regularly reviews educational and service processes and considers feedback from
internal/external stakeholders, adhering to the principle of continuous improvement
and development.

Makes it its mission to guide students and enable them to acquire independent learning
skills in the target language to perform effective academic work in their academic lives.
